ABOUT THE TECH TALENT PIPELINE: The NYC Tech Talent Pipeline (TTP), is the City of New York’s tech
industry partnership, launched in 2014 by Mayor Bill de Blasio to support the inclusive growth of the NYC tech
sector and prepare New Yorkers for 21st century jobs. The NYC TTP works with 385+ companies, 17 local
colleges, and additional public and private partners to define employer needs, develop training and education
models to meet these needs, and scale solutions throughout the city, delivering quality talent for the city’s
businesses and quality jobs for New Yorkers.

The Tech Talent Pipeline (TTP) Residency Program at the College of Staten Island, an internship placement
program is seeking a Lead Teaching Assistant. Applicants must have high-level JavaScript and classroom
experience. The lead teaching assistant is expected to work with the instructor to guide project work and
facilitate tutorial and project completion with around 45 CUNY computer science majors.
